Non-Orthodox
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church.

Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharis
The Orthodox Church does not practice Oopen communion® and has n
intercommunion with other churches (non -Orthodox). If you have any questions
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion.

And Remember...

Eto receive Holy Communio n, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings. We feed both our minds
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life.

The ushers will dismiss YOU by rows to take communion. Please

allow the Church School children and teachers to go first so they can go to their
classes. All others (including infants and small children not attending Church
School) should wait until their row is dismissed. At the end of the Liturgy, the
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ushers will dismis s you to come forward to venerate the cross. Your help in this
will help limit the congestion in the aisles. Thank you!
