But Judas Iscariot, Simon's son, one of his disciples [he who was to 
betray Jesus], said, ÒWhy was this ointment not sold for three hundred denarii 
and given to the poor?Ó  This he said, not because he cared for the poor but 
because he was a thief, and as he had the money box he used to take what was 
put into it.  Jesus said, ÒLet her alone, let her keep it for the day of my burial.  The 
poor you always have with you, but you do not always have me.Ó  
 When the great crowd of the Jews learned that he was there, they came, not 
only on account of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom Jesus had raised from the 
dead.  So the chief priests planned to put Lazarus also to death, because on 
account of him many of the Jews were going away and believing in Jesus. 
 The next day a great crowd who had come to the feast heard that Jesus was 
coming to Jerusalem.  So they took branches of palm trees and went out to meet 
him, crying, ÒHosanna!  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord, the 
King of Israel!Ó  And Jesus found a young ass and sat upon it; as it is written, 
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ÒFear not, daughter of Zion; behold, your king is coming, sitting on an assÕs 
colt!Ó 
 His disciples did not understand this at first; but when Jesus was glorified, 
then they remembered that this had been written of him and had been done to 
him.  The crowd that had been with Jesus when he called Lazarus out of the 
tomb and raised him from the dead bore witness.  The reason why the crowd 
went to meet Jesus was that they heard he had done this sign.

Today’s Commemorations 
Holy Bread is offered today by Georgia Xydes and Mark Smith  in memory of 

Mark's newly departed father, Arthur.  
Departed remembered from the Parish Dyptichs:  for the repose of Charles A. 

Zegub  ( 4/16/2004).   These names come from the parish dyptichsÑ the 
record of those who have been buried from St. Elias.  May their memory be 
eternal! 

At the Divine Liturgy during the Great Entrance, we normally commemorate only Orthodox Christians 
by name among the living and departed since this is the Church praying for the Church.  Non-Orthodox 
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church.

On Receiving Holy Communion in the Orthodox Church: 
Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a 
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharist.  
The Orthodox Church does not practice Òopen communionÓ and has no 
intercommunion with other churches (non -Orthodox).  If you have any questions 
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion.  
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And Remember… 
Éto receive Holy Communion, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no 
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings.  We must feed our minds 
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life.  
 
A Note on the Blessed Bread: 
Immediately after taking Communion, Orthodox Christians often eat a piece of blessed 
bread (antidoron). They may also take a piece to offer someone near them who is not 
taking communion. The bread, though it has been blessed, is not a part of the Eucharist. 
Offering or accepting it is simply a friendly gesture, in the context of our shared worship 
and celebration.
