Troparion of the Resurrection (Tone 1)  

While the stone was sealed by the Jews, and thine immaculate body was 
guarded by the troops, thou didst rise on the third day, O Saviour, granting 
life to the world.  For which cause the powers of heaven cried aloud unto 
thee, O Giver of life:  Glory to thy Resurrection, O Christ!  Glory to thy 
kingdom!  Glory to thy dispensation, only Lover of mankind. 

Troparion of the Holy Icon (Tone 2) 
We venerate Thine immaculate icon, O Good One, asking the forgiveness 
of our failings, O Christ our God; for of Thine own will wast Thou well-
pleased to ascend the Cross in the flesh, that Thou mightest deliver from 
slavery to the enemy those whom Thou hadst fashioned.  Wherefore, we 
cry to Thee thankfully:  Thou didst fill all things with joy, O our Savior, 
when Thou camest to save the world.

Troparion of the Prophet Elias (Tone 4) 

O angelic of body, pillar of the Prophets and their cornerstone, the 
forerunner of the Second Coming of Christ, the venerable and glorious 
Elias, thou didst send grace from on high to Elisha to dispel sicknesses and 
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to purify lepers.  Wherefore, he ever overfloweth with healing to those who 
honor him. 

Kontakion of the Dormition of the Theotokos (Tone 2) 
Neither the grave nor death had power over the Theotokos, who is ever 
watchful in intercession and whose protection is an unchanging hope; for 
being Mother of Life, she was translated to life by the One who dwelt in 
her ever-virgin womb. 

 
Prokeimenon in Tone 1 (from Psalm 33): 

Let Thy mercy, O Lord, be upon us, according as we have hoped in Thee. 
 Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous; praise is meet for the upright. 

 
The Reading is from the First Epistle of the Holy Apostle to the 
Corinthians (4:9-16)  
 Brethren, God has exhibited us apostles as last of all, like men sentenced to 
death; because we have become a spectacle to the world, to angels and to men.  
We are fools for Christ's sake, but you are wise in Christ.  We are weak, but you 
are strong.  You are held in honor, but we are in disrepute.  To the present hour 
we hunger and thirst, we are ill-clad and buffeted and homeless, and we labor, 
working with our own hands.  When reviled, we bless; when persecuted, we 
endure; when slandered, we try to conciliate; we have become, and are now, as 
the refuse of the world, the offscouring of all things. 
 I do not write this to make you ashamed, but to admonish you as my 
beloved children.  For though you have countless guides in Christ, you do not 
have many fathers.  For I became your father in Christ Jesus through the gospel.  
I urge you, then, be imitators of me. 
 
 
Alleluia Verses in Tone 1 (from Psalm 17) 
 O God who givest avengement unto me and hast subdued peoples under me. 
 It is He that magnifieth the salvation of His kind and worketh mercy for His 

anointed, for David, and for his seed unto eternity. 
 
 
The Holy Gospel — St. Matthew 17:14-23 
 At that time, a man came up to Jesus and kneeling before him said, “Lord, 
have mercy on my son, for he is an epileptic and he suffers terribly; for often he 
falls into the fire, and often into the water.  And I brought him to your disciples, 
and they could not heal him.”  And Jesus answered, “O faithless and perverse 
generation, how long am I to be with you?  How long am I to bear with you?  
Bring him here to me.”  And Jesus rebuked him, and the demon came out of him, 
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and the boy was cured instantly.  Then the disciples came to Jesus privately and 
said, “Why could we not cast it out?”  He said to them, “Because of your little 
faith.  For truly, I say to you, if you have faith as a grain of mustard seed, you 
will say to this mountain, ‘move hence to yonder place,’ and it will move; and 
nothing will be impossible to you.  But this kind never comes out except by 
prayer and fasting.” 
 As they were gathering in Galillee, Jesus said, “the Son of man is to be 
delivered into the hands of men, and they will kill him, and he will be raised on 
the third day.”

TodayÕs Commemorations 
The Holy Bread is offered by Gail Dickinson 
Departed remembered from the Parish Dyptichs:  for the repose of John Abdo 

(†8/18/1946), Demetra Manas Ducas (†8/18/1969), Sam George Azar 
(†8/18/1978), Margaret Attal Dagar (†8/21/1971) and Dimitrios Yorgios 
Ducas (†8/23/1991).  These names come from the parish dyptichs—the record 
of those who have been buried from St. Elias.  May their memory be eternal. 

At the Divine Liturgy during the Great Entrance, we normally commemorate only Orthodox Christians 
by name among the living and departed since this is the Church praying for the Church.  Non-Orthodox 
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church. 
 
Communion Hymn: 
Praise the Lord from the heavens; praise Him in the highest. 

 Praise Him, all ye His angels; praise Him, all ye His hosts. 
 Praise Him, O sun and moon; praise Him, all ye stars and light. 

Praise Him, ye heavens of heavens, and thou water that art above the heavens. 
 
On Receiving Holy Communion in the Orthodox Church: 
Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a 
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharist.  
The Orthodox Church does not practice “open communion” and has no 
intercommunion with other churches (non-Orthodox).  If you have any questions 
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion. 
 
And RememberÉ 
…to receive Holy Communion, one should be present at the Divine Liturgy no 
later than the time for the Epistle and Gospel readings.  We feed both our minds 
and our hearts as part of the Orthodox Christian life.
