Troparion of the Resurrection (Tone 3)  
Let the heavens rejoice and the earth be glad; for the Lord hath done a 
mighty act with his own arm.  He hath trampled down death by death and 
become the Firstborn from the dead.  He hath delivered us from the depths 
of hades, granting the world great mercy.  

Troparion of the Saints in Tone 4 
Thy Martyrs, O Lord, in their courageous contest for Thee, received as the 
prize the crowns of incorruption and life from Thee, our immortal God. For 
since they possessed Thy strength, they cast down the tyrants and wholly 
destroyed the demonsÕ strengthless presumption. O Christ God, by their 
prayers, save our souls, since Thou art merciful.

The Reading is from the Epistle of the Apostle  Paul to the 
Galatians 1:11-19  
 Brethren, I would have you know that the gospel which was preached by 
me is not manÕs gospel.  For I did not receive it from man, nor was I taught it, but 
it came through a revelation of Jesus Christ.  For you have heard of my former 
life in Judaism, how I persecuted the church of God violently and tried to destroy 
it; and I advanced in Judaism beyond many of my own age among my people, so 
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extremely zealous was I for the traditions of my fathers.  But when he who had 
set me apart before I was born and had called me through his grace, was pleased 
to reveal his Son to me, in order that I might preach him among the Gentiles, I 
did not confer with f lesh and blood, nor did I go up to Jerusalem to those who 
were apostles before me, but I went away into Arabia; and again I returned to 
Damascus. 
 Then after three years I went up to Jerusalem to visit Cephas, and remained 
with him fifteen days.  But I saw  none of the other apostles except James the 
LordÕs brother.

 In thee, O Lord, have I hoped; let me not be put to shame in the age to come.

The Holy Gospel Ñ  St. Luke 8:26-39 
 At that time, Jesus arrived at the country of the Gadarenes, which is 
opposite Galilee.  And as he stepped out on land, there met him a man from the 
city who had demons; for a long time he had worn no clothes, and he lived  not in 
a house but among the tombs.  When he saw Jesus, he cried out and fell down 
before him, and said with a loud voice, ÒWhat have you to do with me, Jesus, 
Son of the Most High God?  I beseech you, do not torment me.Ó  For Jesus had 
commanded the unclean spirit to come out of the man.  [For many a time it had 
seized him; he was kept under guard, and bound with chains and fetters, but he 
broke the bonds and was driven by the demon into the wilderness.]  Jesus then 
asked him, ÒWhat is your name?Ó  And he said, ÒLegionÓ; for many demons had 
entered him.  And they begged Jesus not to command them to depart into the 
abyss. 
 Now a large herd of swine was feeding there on the hillside; and they 
begged Jesus to let them enter these.  So he gave them leave.  Then the demons 
came out of the man and entered the swine, and the herd rushed down the steep 
bank into the lake and were drowned.  
 When the herdsmen saw what had happened, they fled, and told it in the 
city and in the country.  Then people went out to see wh at had happened, and 
they came to Jesus, and found the man from whom the demons had gone, sitting 
at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in his right mind; and they were afraid.  And 
those who had seen it told them how he who had been possessed with demons 
was healed.  Then all the people of the surrounding country of the Gadarenes 
asked Jesus to depart from them; for they were seized with great fear; so he got 
into a boat and returned.  The man from whom the demons had gone begged 
that he might be with Jesus; but Jesus sent him away, saying, ÒReturn to your 
home, and declare all that God has done for you.Ó  And he went away, 
proclaiming through the whole city all that Jesus had done for him.

At the Divine Liturgy during the Great Entrance, we normally commemorate only Orthodox Christians 
by name among the living and departed since this is the Church praying for the Church.  Non-Orthodox 
are remembered liturgically in prayers at Vespers and other intercessory services of the Church. 
 
 

Receiving Holy Communion in the Orthodox Church:  
Only Orthodox Christians who are prepared through prayer, fasting, and a 
recent sacramental confession should approach the Chalice for the Eucharist.  
The Orthodox Church does not practice Òopen communionÓ and has no 
intercommunion with other churches (non -Orthodox).  If you have any questions 
concerning this, please talk to one of the priests before taking communion. 
 

The ushers will dismiss you by rows to take communion.  Please 
allow the Church School children and teachers to go first so they can go to their 
classes.  All others (including infants and small children not attending Church 
School) should wait until their row is dismissed.  At the end of the Liturgy, the 
ushers will dis miss you to come forward to venerate the cross.  Your help in this 
will help limit the congestion in the aisles.
